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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate 

maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master 

database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the ERO on disc or in hard 

copy. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a 

map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings 

or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries. The Parish of Great Coggeshall in the County of Essex.
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Great Coggeshall Parish (in  Lexden Hundred).
    The Tithe Award of Great Coggeshall (Essex Record Office D/P 36/27/1a [formerly D/CT 87a]), dated 1854, shows a rent-charge payable as follows: to Hannah Buxton £7-14-0, to Osgood Hanbury £238, to RH White £28-5-9, to Robert Hanbury £1-17-9, to William Philip Honeywood £23-11-6, to Jonathan Bullock £56-9-6, to Rev William Dampier vicar of Coggeshall £6-3-0, to Charles Joseph Skingley £7-14-0, to Rev Sir John Page Wood £150-6-6, to Henry Tufnell £150-6-6 and James Western £58-5-0, to Charles Joseph Skingley £208-11-6, to the vicar of Great Coggeshall £350; total £1136-18-6. The whole parish measured 2669 acres 1 rood 28 perches of which 1703a 20p were arable, 462a 2r 3p meadow and pasture, 403a 3r 22p wood. Lands formerly held by Coggeshall Abbey were tithe exempt except for corn, grain and hay. Certain lands paid by metes and bounds. The Tithe Commissioners were William Blamire and HC Hales, the Assistant J. Offley Martin, the Valuers James Beadel of Broomfield and Robert Frankin of Thaxted.    The Tithe map (ERO: D/P 36/27/1b [D/CT 87b]), dated 1853, was surveyed at a scale of 1” to 3 chains (26.6” to a mile) and was countersigned by J. Offley Martin, ATC. Much is indecipherable.
    In 1042x1066 Godwine and Wulfgyth (probably his mother) with the consent of King Edward gave Coggashæle to Christ Church, Canterbury . [About the same date, Godwine gave his estate at St Osyth to Christ Church which he had been granted by King Cnut].  In 1052x1066 Ketel, son of Wulfgyth, bequeathed Kockeshale to his brother Godric (Hart, 1971; Whitelock, 1930; Kemble, 2007).  In Domesday Book, 1086, Holy Trinity (Christs Church) held Coghessala with a mill (Little Coggeshall); Count Eustace of Boulogne, brother-in-law of King Edward, held Cogheshala which Cola, a free man, had held before 1066 as a manor for 3½ hides and 33 acres with a mill  (Morris, 1983). Reaney (1935) translates this from Old English healh, ‘Cocc’s nook’, but Watts (2004) suggests cocc, a hillock or a cockbird.

    There were two manors:  1. The Manor, by marriage came to Stephen, earl of Blois, later king of England. It was granted in 1142 to the Cistercian monastery here. In 1247 the abbot granted free warren. Henry VIII granted it to Sir Thomas Seymour. Queen Mary granted it to Dorothy, wife of Thomas Leventhorp.   2. Holfield was sold to Henry Osgood, gent. Hovels formerly belonging to the abbey was bought from Charles I by Thomas Aylett (died 1650) (Morant, 1768).    
    An Iron Age settlement, c.700 BC, has been excavated at St Peters School. There is evidence of a Roman villa or inn south of the church (Kemble, 2009). St Peter-ad-Vincula in The Town was built in the 15th century. Christ Church, formerly the Independent Chapel, is early 18th century, timber-framed and plastered. The main east-west street through the town is part of Roman Stane Street.  The Woolpack Inn has a 14th century cross-wing.  The earliest parts of White Hart Inn date from the 15th century (at the rear).  Back Ditch, the former course of the river, is crossed by Short Bridge, 19th century.  Long Bridge, over the course diverted to permit the flow nearer to the Abbey, has 13th century brick on its west side. Riverside Maltings are timber-framed and plastered, 16th century, now houses.  Paycocks was rebuilt in the early 16th century, the third floor being removed in c. 1588. In Stoneham Street off East Street, Baumann’s is 15th century, and Royal Oak Cottage 17th.  Coggeshall Hall, 1½ miles southeast is timber-framed, 16th century, refronted in 1897. Houchin’s Farm 1¼ miles northeast is of three stories, c.1590 (Pevsner, 2007). While Great Coggeshall is in Lexden Hundred, Little Coggeshall, wherein is the Abbey, lies south of the River Blackwater in Witham Hundred (Kemble, 2011). 
    The Hundred name was Lassendene, Laxendena, Lessendena etc in Domesday Book. The name is preceded by the estate Læxadyne in the Will of Ælfflæd, c.1000, widow of ealdorman Brihtnoth killed at the Battle of Maldon in 991 (Hart, 1971; Kemble, 2007). The Hundred Court was at Emperford alias Stanway Bridge (TL935241) by 1581, perhaps in the C14 in the northwest of the parish in land occupied by Mott (VCH, 1994). The Domesday Hundred of Colchester was probably taken out of the older Lexden Hundred (Round, 1903).  Reaney (1935) translates this perhaps ‘Leaxa’s valley’, lying as it does in the valley of River Colne. 

    Place- and field-names from other documents are shown against the Tithe Award names.  Field-names from the Map (ERO: D/DMb/P18), dated 1758, of Great and Little Coggeshall comprising the lands of the Manor of Coggeshall Hall of Raymond Jones esq., are shown in the Place-names of Little Coggeshall (Kemble, 2011).
