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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate maps, sale and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available at the Essex Record Office to researchers. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, (and from other documents for this parish.) The full record is contained on the master database in the Essex Record Office, Wharf Road, Chelmsford CM2 6YT and the website www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames. Parish books are available from the ERO on disc or in hard copy or may be downloaded from the website. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries.                                                                                                                                                                                                J.Kemble.
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Stifford Tithe Award (Essex Record Office D/CT334A), dated 1838, shows a rent-charge payable to the rector Rev. William Palin of £459 including £6 for
rectorial and £3 for vicarial glebe. The whole parish measured 1426 acres of which 1171 acres were arable, 201 acres meadow, 80 acres wood. The Tithe
Commissioners were William Blamire and J. M. Buller. Assistant J. Mee Mathew. The Valuers were Henry Crawter of 7 Southampton Buildings, Chancery
Lane, London and John E. Joyner of High House, Purfleet, Essex. The Map (D/CT334B), dated 1838, was surveyed at 4 chains to an inch (20 inches to a mile)
and compiled by Henry Crawter. Parcel no 1 was transferred to South Ockendon parish in 1888.

North Stifford is situated approximately two miles north of Grays on high ground to the south of the Mar Dyke Valley where it benefits from good drainage,
thanks to land which is predominantly composed of chalk and gravel. North Stifford is bordered by the parishes of Aveley to its west, South Ockendon to the
north, and Orsett to the east. South Stifford forms a slender strip of land tapering down to the Thames between the parishes of West Thurrock and Grays
Thurrock. The parish encompasses 1,460 acres and its population, put at 274 by the Census of 1831, rose steadily to total 371 by 1891. During the following
decade Stifford’s population soared to 1,067 as a result of the industrial development which had taken place in South Stifford.

Following the ‘Domesday Survey’ Odo of Bayeux held Stifford until dispossessed by his half-brother, William I, at which time the parish was divided into two
manors: the Manor of Stifford, and the Manor of Flete-Hall. Stifford Hall is thought to have been built about the same time as St. Mary’s. Knapped flints and
medieval tiles have been found in the vicinity of the Hall’s site east of the now defunct Cuckoo Lane and the shaw (Tithe Map 91a). Flete-Hall, also known as
Clays Manor House, stood about half a mile north-east of the church of St Mary the Virgin on the east side of Mar Dyke (Morant, 1768). Other names attributed
to the Mar Dyke in past times include Great Marsh Ditche; the Marydyke; and the Flete River. Morant (1768) offers two explanations for the name Stifford, the
first associated with the ford which, “sometimes has the addition of Stifford-Clay, which made some fancy, that the Stiffness of the soil at the ford occasioned the
first part of the name”. He noted that in earlier records Stifford was “otherwise called Estinfort” a name he thought might be associated with the Saxon East-inne,
castern coast. More recent derivations are Stigford, path-to-the-ford, or Stithe ford, lambs cress ford (Gelling. 1993, 2000). Clays derives from the name of a
former lord of the manor, Sir John Clays ((Morgan, 1966).

The Mar Dyke cuts across North Stifford separating the farms of Ford Place, Hill Farm, and Buckles Farm, which are situated south of the river, from the rest of
the parish. Just below Ford Place the river is spanned by Stifford Bridge built in 1867. Evidence points to the existence of a bridge at Stifford since the middle of
the 14th century. South of the bridge the old road turns left and then runs parallel with the Mar Dyke before wending its way up the hill to enter the village via its
western approach. Alternatively, one can proceed south from Stifford Bridge along the recently constructed Pilgrims Lane; this new wider road carries much of
the traffic bound for the Lakeside shopping centre. The parish church of St Mary the Virgin (Tithe Map, 88) stands on the south side of North Stifford high road
to the east of the parsonage. The walls are constructed of flint and ragstone rubble with some Reigate and other limestone dressings. The earliest surviving
remnants are a section of the north wall of the nave and the north doorway which date from the 12th century. The three-stage tower has a shingled broach spire, a
bell-chamber with 13th century single trefoiled windows in each wall. The first and second bells by John Clifton date from 1633 and 1635 respectively. The
brasses in the church are of particular interest. One in the chancel depicts the half figure of a past rector, Ralph Perchehay (1378) and is one of only three half
figures of priests to be found in Essex. The other, also uncommon, is situated in the nave and is thought to represent another rector, Robert Oldfield (1480) shown
in his shroud.

A new rectory was built in 1884 during H. R. Arlott’s term as rector. This in turn was demolished in 1968 and a new rectory constructed in the grounds of the
old rectory, A. Jones being the first rector to occupy this present building. Four houses were built on the remaining land together with two more on the adjoining
glebe land. In 1840, the Parochial School opened (Tithe parcel 87a) having been built at a cost of £200 by the squire, William Wingfield. The Parochial School
was supplanted by the Stifford Board School in January, 1894. Today, the Dog & Partridge (Tithe Map 75) is the only public house in the village. Its position at
the top of Stifford Hill was formerly occupied by a merchant’s house called Lovelands (later known as The Clockhouse) and was once the home of Sir Thomas
Gurney, Sheriff of Essex, 1622. The Clockhouse gave its name to the road opposite, Clockhouse Lane, to the west of which Stepney Children’s Home was built on
land purchased by the Stepney Board of Guardians in 1902. The Stepney Children’s Home closed in 1935 but continued in existence as the Ardale Approved
School until 1969 when it was converted into a Community Home. The Home has now closed and the present owners have applied for planning consent to build a
housing development on the land, land described by Palin (1872) as ‘heath’. At the time of the Tithe Stifford’s economy was almost entirely dependent upon





[image: image4.jpg]agriculture, with eight farms thriving within the parish. The two principal farms, Stifford Clays (380 acres) and Chalk Pit Farm (160 acres), together with the six
other farms provided employment for most of Stifford’s workforce. However, over the ensuing years much of this farmland has been transformed into quarries and
housing estates whilst South Stifford, to a large extent, has succumbed to the industrialisation which spread along the Thames shoreline following the opening of
Tilbury Docks in 1886. Buckles Farm (Tithe Map, 2) - Recorded as being of 60 acres when owned by William Winfield Esq. and farmed by George Holland,
‘Buckles’ gradually contracted during the second half of the 19th century. For much of the 20th century it was a smallholding held by the Jarman family; more
recently it has been renamed ‘Chestnuts’ and its present owners compete with the numerous local garden centres and nurseries to sell plants.

Hill Farm (Tithe Map, 29) - Situated immediately south of Ford Place. Hill Farm’s 173 acres were owned by John Henry Steward Esq in 1838 with John Cook
holding the tenancy. The Census of 1871 shows that the farm grew to 240 acres. However, when bought by an industrial company in the 20th century the farm
lost much of its land to sand extraction. Ford Place (Tithe Map, 36) - Rebuilt in 1665, Ford Place, long-regarded as one of the region’s architectural gems stood a
little under three-quarters of a mile northwest of St Mary’s. It comprised a two-storey house with attics, outbuildings and walls. It is no small praise that the house,
noted for its 17th century plaster ceilings, was considered by Pevsner (1965) to be “an excellent house”. Between 1810-1832 the house was occupied by John
Henry Hogarth, Palin’s predecessor as rector of Stifford (1821-1834). During his time at Ford Place, Hogarth financed some road work in the parish, in particular,
the improvement of the “dangerous gradient” at Ford Place Hill which he had to negotiate when travelling to St Mary’s. Although relatively small at this time (83
acres), Ford Place had increased dramatically to 700 acres by the mid-19th century. The last quarter of the 20th century saw the demise of this beautiful listed
building. Purchased by developers it stood vacant until falling victim to young arsonists. The ruins of the house still remain whilst decisions as to site’s future arc
at the time of writing, still to be resolved; one proposal is for a complete rebuilding of the house.

Coppid Hall (Tithe Map, 63) - Built in 1756, Coppid Hall had 100 acres of land at the time of the Award which extended from the east end of the village to
Long Lane. The house has now been converted into private flats. Stifford Clays Farm (Tithe Map, 108) - by 1871 the farm had expanded from 580 acres to 958
acres. During the 1950s a large part of the farm was used for the construction of Stifford Clays housing estate. The farm has gradually diminished out of existence.
Chalk Pit Farm (Tithe Map, 136) - covered 168 acres at that time and formed part of the freehold held by The Worshipful Company of Broiderers in the parish.

The ‘Broiderers’ held property in Stifford from 1634 to 1911 and their interest in the parish continued until 1923 through their advowson with St Mary’s which
ceased when an Order in Council was obtained transferring the living to the Bishop of Chelmsford.

Chalk Pit Farm suffered a similar fate to Stifford Clays Farm in that its demise was brought about by the increased demand for aggregates and housing during the
20th century. The Associated Portland Cement Manufacturing Company (now Blue Circle) bought up Chalk Pit Farm, Horns Farm, and Warren Farm to satisfy this
demand. The farmhouse, barn, and outbuildings of Chalk Pit Farm survived until the 1980s when they were demolished to make way for housing. Stifford Farm
(Tithe Map, 76) — Also in the possession of William Wingfield Esq. In 1838, this 190 acre farm was farmed by John Meeson. Stifford Farm, later named Warren
Farm, lost much of its land to chalk quarrying. The farmhouse was demolished after World War Two and the remaining farmland used for market gardening. By
1979 all that remained was a few acres behind Warren Terrace. Horns Farm (Tithe Map, 156a) - Situated in South Stifford, all that remains of the 53 acres recorded
in 1838 is a smallholding at the junction of Mill Lane/London Road, the rest having been taken for housing and quarrying.
