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ESSEX PLACE-NAMES PROJECT.

The Essex Place-names Project is a County-wide survey to record place- and field-names from historical documents such as Tithe maps and apportionments, estate maps, sale 

and auction catalogues, conveyances, terriers, deeds, rolls, inquisitions and surveys.

The second element of the Project is to investigate on-the-ground visible remains which correspond to the Place-names for actual or potential archaeological, agricultural and industrial 

sites, and to record natural (topographical) and man-made features which may relate to the Place-name. This involves field-survey in rural and outside investigation in built-up areas.

It is anticipated that the Project will lead to identification of archaeological sites and lost historic buildings;  it will enable analysis of indicators of early settlement, land  holding, agricultural and industrial practices of the County.  It will refine the more precise meaning of descriptive words and elements used by earlier settlers as they gave names appropriate to the topography of the landscape of their time.

For convenience the surveys are based on the parish, recognising that present civil parish boundaries are not necessarily identical to former ecclesiastical boundaries.  Local Recorders 

are supplied with templates of Record Forms to ensure consistency of recording across the County, and forward completed forms to a Central Coordinator for  transfer to a county 

computer database which is available to researchers on the internet at www.essex.ac.uk/history/esah/essexplacenames, and updated periodically. 

This publication presents part of the information recorded from the Tithe or Estate Award and Map, and from other documents for this parish. The full record is contained on the master 

database at Essex County Council (Historic Environment Section) and on the (above) website. Parish books are available to be downloaded from the website link ‘Books’ on the Home page. Please notify errors to the Project Coordinator at the Essex Record Office. 

      THE TITHE  MAP AND APPORTIONMENT.
Since medieval times a tenth of the produce of land and stock had been paid by landholders to the church.  At the Dissolution of the  Monasteries, the property of many religious houses, 

including the right to collect tithes, passed into lay hands.  The Tithe Commutation Act which received Royal assent on 13th August 1836 abolished a rent payable in kind and 

substituted rent-charges apportioned on each plot or parcel. The tithe-rent  payable was assessed on the average value of  wheat, barley and oats and was to fluctuate with price movements.

The commutation could be by voluntary agreement between the local owners and payers or, if agreement failed, could be compulsorily imposed by commissioners.  A Valuer was to be 

appointed to apportion the rent of each parcel of land and tenants could deduct that rent-charge from their rent paid to the landlord.  The task fell to the Tithe Commissioners to produce a 

map and an Apportionment (Award).  A large-scale survey was produced for over 70% of England and Wales in the following 9 years, and about another 8% up to 1855. Most of the 

parishes in Essex were surveyed.  The map scales vary. The Award records ownership, tenancy and land-use, field by field and parcel by parcel (often quoting the field name) with the 

ground area and rent-charge.  

Land that was tithe-free tends to be less accurately mapped and contains few if any of the details recorded for those parcels subject to tithe.  Rights of way and  roads also tend to be 

neglected. Boundaries of the tithe areas are shown as are some natural features such as streams, ponds, gardens, greens and commons. Buildings are often shown coloured red if dwellings 

or grey if  not.  Because the Award may have been agreed only some time after the map was finished, discrepancies occur between the two.  Enclosure Awards, when extant, usually date to the 18th and early 19th centuries. 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The Parish of Peldon (in Winstree Hundred).

The Tithe Award of Peldon (Essex Record Office D/CT 272a), dated  1840, shows a rent-charge of £575 plus £7-10-0 for glebe payable to the sequestrator Rev Robert Edow of Leighs and thereafter to Rev John Palmer and his successors.  The whole parish measured 2188 acres 3 roods 5 perches of which 1892a 3r 33p were arable, 225a 1r 12p meadow and pasture, 33a 1r 7p wood, and 35a 3r 11p roads.  The Tithe Commissioners were William Blamire and J.W. Buller, the Valuers Robert Everett Sheldrake and William Kendal Dawson of Colchester.                 . 

The Tithe map (ERO: D/CT 272b), dated 1838, was surveyed by R.E. Sheldrake at a scale of 3 chains to one inch (26.6 inches to a mile) and measures 111”x62”. It was countersigned by Roger Kynaston, Assistant Tithe Commissioner.
In 946x951, Ælfgar, earldorman of Essex, willed Piltendone to Æthelflæd, his elder daughter and wife of King Edward, for use for the religious community at Stoke-by-Nayland. In 1000x1002, Ælflæd, Ælfgar’s younger daughter and wife of Ealdorman Brihtnoth who was killed by the Danes at the battle of Maldon in 991, willed Peltandune to the Stoke community (Whitelock, 1930; Kemble, 2007).  In 1085x1087 William I granted to Maurice, bishop of London, the lands of William the Deacon which included Peldon (Hart, 1971). In Domesday Book, 1086, Odo held Peltenduna from Earl Sweyn, sheriff of Essex, which a free man had held before 1066 as a manor for half a hide. Thorkell, a free man, held Peltenduna before 1066 as a manor for 5 hides; in 1086, Walter the Deacon, a nephew of Bishop William, held it with a salt-house and a church with 30 acres.  Watts (2004) translates this from a personal name Pylta or Old English pylta + dun, ‘ Pylta’s or thrusting hill’ which would be appropriate for the topography above the marshes.  Samantuna, Sampson’s Farm, in 1086 was held by Ralph son of Thorold from Odo, the bishop of Bayeux, half-brother of William I, which two free men had held before 1066 as a manor for half a hide and 35 acres; this was the tun, ‘settlement of Sæmann’ (Morris, 1983).  
The manor of Peet-tie Hall, in 1046 le Peete, in Peldon and West Mersea, was granted by Edward Confessor to the monastery of St Ouen (Rouen), from which it was retrieved by 

Edward III (Hart, 1957, 1992).  Reaney (1935) translates this from Middle English pete + teag, ‘peat enclosure’.  In 1282 Walter de Peltindone enfeoffed John de Nevyll one 

messuage, 230 acres etc. Robert de Teye (died 1426) held the manor of of the bishop of London by fealty and 4/-d per annum rent. Henry VIII granted the manor to Sir William Petre in 1544 who later the same year exchanged it for Cherstowe in Dorset and the parsonage of Ging Mountney (Mountnessing in Chelmsford Hundred) (Morant, 1768).  
The church dedicated to St Mary has a west tower, with a clerestory of 16th century. Priest’s House is timber-framed, 15th century. Peldon Hall is 14th  centrury with two gables and an east wing, 16th century. Games Farm, formerly a two-bay open hall with screens and crown-post, is 15th century. Sampton Wick dates to 14th century and Harvey’s Farm to 15th with cross-wings. Much of the northern arm of the parish was inundated by the damming of Layer Brook to form a reservoir in 1935-9 (Pevsner, 2007; Kemble, 2007).

The Hundred name, in Domesday Book Wensistreu, is ‘the tree of Wynsige’.  The Hundred meeting-place was possibly in Layer Marney at Mustouwe (Reaney, 1935) though Christy (1926) suggests on Peldon Hill, and Hart (1980) denotes with uncertainty peltandunes meowte as the original Hundred moot on Peet Tye Common in Peldon (Kemble, 2013).
